THE VILLAGE MEDICAL TEAM IS
MADE UP OF AN LVN, MEDICAL
SERVICES COORDINATOR, AND
A MEDICAL DRIVER. AS PART OF
A RESIDENT’S TUITION, THE LVN
PROVIDES BASIC NURSING
CARE. THE MEDICAL
COORDINATOR SCHEDULES
MEDICAL APPOINTMENTS AND
PROCEDURES ON BEHALF OF
OUR RESIDENTS, AS WELL AS
KEEPING RESIDENT MEDICAL
CHARTS UP TO DATE. THE
MEDICAL DRIVER TRANSPORTS
RESIDENTS TO AND FROM
APPOINTMENTS AND IF
NECESSARY, ACCOMPANIES
RESIDENTS TO APPOINTMENTS
AND COLLECTS INFORMATION
TO BRING BACK TO THE
MEDICAL TEAM.

THE VILLAGE DINING HALL SERVES
RESIDENTS THREE BALANCED MEALS AND
A SNACK DAILY. THERE IS A SALAD BAR
OPTION AVAILABLE. MENUS ARE WRITTEN
BY A REGISTERED DIETICIAN. THE MEALS
ARE SERVED CAFETERIA-STYLE, AND
RESIDENTS CAN SIT WHERE THEY
CHOOSE, IN ORDER TO PROVIDE THE BEST
SOCIAL EXPERIENCE.






THE ACTIVITY BOARD IS THE
PLACE WHERE EVENING AND
WEEKEND ACTIVITIES ARE
ADVERTISED. RESIDENTS CAN
SIGN THEMSELVES UP FOR
ACTIVITIES THEY ARE INTERESTED
IN. THE SIGN-UP SHEET NOTIFIES
THE RESIDENT OF THE LOCATION
AND TIME OF THE ACTIVITY AND
A SUGGESTED AMOUNT OF
SPENDING MONEY NEEDED TO
PARTICIPATE. RESIDENTS CAN
GIVE INPUT ON COMMUNITY
ENGAGEMENT ACTIVITIES THEY
WOULD LIKE TO DO.

DO SHARE THE TOILET AND SHOWER AREA. VILLAGE
RESIDENTS ARE RESPONSIBLE FOR CLEANING THEIR OWN
COUNTER TOPS, MIRRORS, AND TOILETS. A MEMBER OF THE

HOUSEKEEPING STAFF DEEP CLEANS THE SHOWER AND

TOILET AREA PERIODICALLY. MARBRIDGE DOES PROVIDE
TOILET PAPER FOR THE RESIDENTS, BUT EACH RESIDENT IS

RESPONSIBLE FOR PROVIDING THEIR OWN TOWELS AND

TOILETRIES. EACH COTTAGE ALSO HAS AN ADDITIONAL

GUEST BATHROOM CENTRALLY LOCATED IN THE COTTAGE.



EACH SUITE BEDROOM IS FURNISHED WITH A TWIN BED, NIGHTSTAND AND TALL DRESSER. RESIDENTS ARE WELCOME TO BRING
ADDITIONAL FURNISHINGS LIKE A CHAIR, DESK, OR BOOKSHELF. WE ENCOURAGE RESIDENTS TO PERSONALIZE THEIR ROOMS TO
CREATE A HOME-LIKE FEEL.

Cottage Common Areas

THE COMMON AREA AND KITCHEN ALLOWS RESIDENTS A SPOT TO SOCIALIZE WITH HOUSEMATES. IN TWO OF THE FIFTEEN COTTAGES, A
FULLY-EQUIPPED COOKING KITCHEN IS PROVIDED FOR FOOD PREPARATION. THE REMAINING 13 COTTAGES HAVE DISCONNECTED
APPLIANCES, RESIDENTS DO NOT COOK IN THESE COTTAGES AND TAKE THEIR MEALS IN THE DINING AREA. MANY VILLAGE RESIDENTS DO
TAKE COOKING CLASSES THROUGH TRAINING AND EDUCATION.






THERE ARE FOUR LODGE BUILDINGS, IN WHICH
EITHER 12 MALES OR 12 FEMALES RESIDE. THE STAFF
TO RESIDENT RATIO IS GENERALLY 1:12, WITH A
STAFF MEMBER ASSIGNED TO EACH LODGE.

SIMILAR RATIO TO THE LODGES, BUT RESIDENTS HERE HAVE ACCESS TO MORE STAFF IN ONE LOCATION, AS
OPPOSED TO BEING SPREAD OUT AMONGST THE LODGE BUILDINGS.


















THE DORM COURTYARD PROVIDES AN OUTDOOR OASIS FOR RESIDENTS TO ENJOY.
RESIDENTS CAN RELAX UNDER THE CABANA WHILE ADMIRING THE LANDSCAPING AND
LISTEN TO THE SOUNDS OF THE KOI POND.



THE LODGE AND DORM BUILDINGS DO NOT
HAVE LAUNDRY FACILITIES INSIDE THEM.
THIS BUILDING CONTAINS A RESIDENT
LAUNDROMAT WHERE RANCH RESIDENTS
CAN DO LAUNDRY INDEPENDENTLY OR
RECEIVE ASSISTANCE FROM STAFF.






The Ranch Administration building
contains the offices for the Ranch
director and assistant director,
administrative assistant, and
registered nurse. The admin building
has a large conference room and a
family meeting room, as well as a
barber/beauty shop where residents
can get haircuts by the visiting stylist.




The Villa

THE VILLA IS AN 84 BED LICENSED SKILLED NURSING FACILITY. THIS
BUILDING PRIMARILY ACCOMMODATES RESIDENTS WITH
INTELLECTUAL DISABILITIES, DEVELOPMENTAL DELAYS, AND MEDICAL
FRAGILITIES REQUIRING 24-HOUR NURSING CARE. THE VILLA IS
DESIGNED AS AN AGING-IN PLACE OPTION FOR THE MARBRIDGE
COMMUNITY, BUT ALSO AS A CARE CENTER FOR YOUNGER ADULTS
WITH ID/DD AND MEDICAL FRAGILITIES.
